The Conference address is: 

� Queensland Brain Institute (Building 79) Upland Road The University of Queensland St Lucia. 

Driving to the conference is not recommended as parking is extremely limited at the UQ (The University of Queensland) and sometimes 
not available at all.  There is a taxi and disability set down zone directly in front of the QBI (Queensland Brain Institute) building.  Bus is a 
good option as there is a bus stop hub in Chancellor’s Place around the corner from the QBI only a few minutes walk away.  The South 

Bank Busway is at Tribune Street, corner of Colchester Street, near Grey Street. 

Ferry is a nice way to travel, but only if you’re able to walk 1-1.5kms across the UQ grounds.
